LEVEL 3 QUESTIONS ON IAAF, UKA AND IPC RULES  - PHOTOFINISH 2015
A. In order to answer these questions you will require UKA, IAAF and IPC rulebooks as well as IAAF publications –“The Referee” and “Photofinish Guidelines”. The latter documents can be obtained from IAAF website (www.iaaf.org). Please give the relevant rule numbers in your answers along with your explanations. You must demonstrate that you understand and can apply the rules.

B. Please read the Guidelines for Assessing Level 3 (2015), which can be found on the UKA website carefully and follow the instructions given. The latest date for answers to be submitted to your TRNG Officials’ Secretary is September 1st. Early submission is advised.
In answering these questions, if you can quote a rule number, IAAF, UKA or IPC, it will be helpful to do so.  However, do not quote the rule itself.  What is required in all questions is a brief answer or explanation in your own words to show your understanding of the rules
Q 1- When should intermediate times be recorded in races? 
Q 2 - When should prints of pictures be made and how many?
Q 3 - A technician has set up the system for you, but as Chief Photo-finish Judge you are required to ensure that the equipment is fully operational. List the checks you should make before the meeting.
Q 4 – In a 800m wheelchair race there is a crash just prior to the finish line with capsized vehicles sliding across the finish line. Why should you examine the photo-finish picture carefully? 
Q 5 -You are chief at a national championships, run under IAAF rules and which has both an inside and outside camera. Under normal circumstances which camera should be used to declare the results? What use should you make of the other camera? 
Q 6 - Why and how do we conduct a zero gun test? What, if any, impact does having 
a) multi-camera system – outside and inside cameras

b) an indoor arena which has a separate 60m straight and circular track  
have on how the test is conducted?
Q 7 - The next scheduled race is the 4x400m.  You are on the button and have been asked to capture every change over. Why have you been asked to do this? Are there any pitfalls in this? What other information might it be useful for the reader to know and why? 
Q 8 - Describe what the finish line must look like in order to ensure correct camera alignment.     Where would you find a diagram showing this?
Q 9 - Describe how you would deal with a distance race on the track which may involve a significant amount of lapping.

Q 10 - You are chief PF Judge at a county Championship. Prior to the meeting, you meet with the track Referee to discuss pertinent working practices. What might be included in these discussions?
 Q 11 - Under IPC rules, when an athlete is running with a guide, what extra difficulties might be encountered? 
Q 12 - You are faced with a bunched finish in a 1500m race, where some athletes are partly obscured by others. What different methods of identification could you use when interpreting the PF picture? What provision for this could you have made during the race?
 Q 13 – As chief PF judge at a local open meeting, you are contacted by an irate parent insisting that you change a result of a close finish. They say that they have video evidence showing that their child finished first, yet you have placed them 3rd.  What action would you take?
Q 14 – A system failure occurs on the 2nd heat of 3 in a Combined Events sprint race (Men – 100m) which means that only hand times are available for that race. What is the impact on the other heats and on the Combined Events competition?
 Q 15 – You are Chief at a regional championship and when you carry out a number of zero control tests the result is a consistent 0.03 secs difference between the recorded flash and the timing start. What are the implications of that result?
