Watch this space for further updates and details of all Allocations and Selections (due end of November) for both events which take place in February, making the beginning of 2020 a very busy time for all Scottish Officials.  Good luck to all who have confirmed their availability.
Officials’ Conference

Once again 90 officials enjoyed an excellent Conference at the Carnegie Conference centre in Dunfermline.  Massive thanks go to our Conference Sub-Group – Mgt-Ann MacLachlan, Susan Gatens, George Sneddon, Mgt McInally & Shona Macolm – for their hard work in pulling this together and presenting an event that everyone thoroughly enjoyed.

Officials’ Upgrading

As the UKA Peer Group meeting takes place at the end of November details of successful Upgrades are not yet available. Further details will be made available as soon as these are confirmed.

Officials’ Indoor Availability

The Scottish Discipline Heads met at the Edinburgh Office on Wednesday 6th November to make selections for all Indoor Championships in 2020.  The Discipline Heads are now working towards the finalised lists for all Scottish Championships and details will be made known to all as soon as these are finalised. 

I think it’s fair to say that asking for availability in Technical, Call Room & Admin has been very successful.  There are now many more officials who have shown an interest in these areas and we can therefore now call on those who are keen to develop these skills.

Heads of Discipline were asked to ensure that where newer officials are included a commitment by all experienced officials should make certain that everyone is provided with a valuable and worthwhile experience.  In addition Discipline Heads were tasked with ensuring that no one is turned away on any specific day, even if there are more officials available than perhaps would normally be required.

It is acknowledged that this is always an on-going process which needs to be constantly reviewed as officials’ commitments change.  Many thanks go to all Discipline Heads and members of their Peer Groups for their commitment and time in discussing, agreeing and providing the necessary information to allow Rob Dalziel to allow him to complete the task.

OC Terms of Reference – Update Required 

Update carried out by Leslie Roy & Shona Malcolm for discussion at the November Commission meeting.  A copy of the proposed updated Terms of Reference will be distributed along with papers for the meeting to allow all Commission members an opportunity to read over prior to the meeting.

2020 Training Day 

Once again a very successful Training Day was held at the end of March 2019.  The proposal is that this should continue and Heads of Discipline are asked to submit ideas for the day generally as well as Discipline workshops for discussion at the November Commission meeting with a view to this being confirmed by the February meeting.  

Officials’ Commission Membership

It is necessary to review regularly the membership of the Commission to ensure that, as with all other scottishathletics Commissions, a maximum length of service (2 terms of 4 years) is complied with.  Apart from any other benefit this would allow replacements who could offer fresh ideas and thoughts in order to progress with a forward thinking future plan. 

Length of service of current members of Commission was discussed briefly at August Meeting and a decision on this should be considered by all at the November meeting as to how this should be progressed. 

Officials’ Development/Mentoring Plans

Development of our ‘younger’ officials  . . .  identify our youngsters and set up a mentoring sub-group to plot their progression and development (including upgrading) and provide all necessary support.  Suggested for discussion at November Commission meeting.  – Interesting idea which could be included in some way at Training Day.  Information may be gleaned from Survey.  Margaret B agreed to put together ideas for a possible pilot scheme. 
5. REPORTS
(a) Discipline Heads
Track – (Report by Alistair Aitchison)

Since the last meeting one official has been upgraded to Level 3 and 2 officials have been upgraded to Level 2.

At present Track has :

1 Level 3 progressing to Level 4

2 Level 2 progressing to Level 3

7 Level 1 progressing to Level 2

Following problems with hurdle settings this year Track Clerks of Course will be instructed to list hurdle settings by height & weight and not number of holes required. 

Catriona Gourlay a Level 1 Track Official recently decided the track judging/umpiring was not for her and is going to concentrate on endurance instead.  In her “resignation” message she says: 

I'm sorry it's not for me - I am happier with outdoor informal races and events and hope to continue with this. I can only say a big, big thank you for looking after me in my short career with yourselves !!. I have utmost respect for the time and effort you have given over the many years you have been involved in track events.”

In a subsequent message she finishes off by saying:

“I often seemed to be at the same meetings as Louise please pass on my regards, Louise was especially kind in looking out for me, answering all my questions and most importantly – without judgement. You’ve all been a great bunch and I hold you all in high regard for the work you do for athletes of the future”

Although Catriona has moved on it was good to know that she is not lost to athletics. 

Field – (Report by Joyce Rammell)

RECORDS OF EXPERIENCE

Records of experience have been slow to arrive this year. Seems most folk who are not regularly judging at championships don’t seem to bother much.

Out of 37 expected L4 returns, only 3 have not responded (2 will be nil returns). Of these only 6 do not qualify under the Rewards criteria.

Out of the L1-3 returns received last year, I have received 43 returns – about 25 less than last year and of those, 8 qualify under the Rewards criteria.

UPGRADINGS

Since the last meeting, there have been seven upgradings to L2 and three upgradings to L3. We have three starting to work towards L4.

INDOOR ALLOCATIONS

These have almost been finalised and should be published in a few days. We have had a huge field response to the indoor competition availability which is a terrific problem to confront.

FIELD SPECIFIC REFERRALS FROM SUMMER DEBRIEF MEETING 16th OCTOBER

There were some items referred for action, especially the role of the field referee. This will be discussed internally by the peer group with input from some experienced referees and the result passed on to Indoor competition referees and a document produced for the ‘toolkit’ section of the SA website.

Timekeepers - (Report from Jason Pender)

Number of 2019 Returns of Experience received = 21

Nine of these time keepers have officiated at sufficient number of championships to qualify for the kit rewards and recognition threshold (8+)

 Upgrades: I’ve received paperwork for two upgrades (Amanda Meyer level 1 to level 2, Richard O’Grady level 2 to level 3). The peer group is reviewing them.
Photo Finish – (Report from Dave Finlayson)
Figures from Trinity. Not all active.

L1 = 14

L2 = 5

L3 = 6

L4 = 10

We have a PF L1 course organised in the Emirates for 25th January 2020. There may also be a course in Aberdeen if the local club can organise it over the winter. We have 1x L1 just upgraded to L2. We are assisting 3 x L2s progress to L3 and we still have 2x L3s progressing nicely to upgrade in the future. We have 1x L3 presented for upgrading to L4 this year and await the UKA Peer Group’s decision.

With the number of lower graded officials needing to gain experience over the indoor season we had to deselect some L4s and we have been asked by timekeeping to bolster up their numbers if possible. For one event, we added 4 x L4 timekeepers from photofinish to assist the one member of the timekeeping team. We also have two officials going to Call Room and one to Field.
Starter / Marksman (Report from Alister Cameron)
A big thank you, once again, to our team of Officials for their support this year.

The summer season has been a real success for our team, fulfilling all of our allocations with a very enthusiastic and committed group of Starter/Starters’ Assistants.

Two Officials upgraded to Level 3 in both disciplines and one further Official now submitted for upgrading, and one about to present documentation for consideration to upgrade to Level 3.

Two Officials progressing towards Level 2 Starters and should move to Level 2 in the first part of 2020 outdoor season.

Starter/Starters’ Assistants course held on 3rd November at the new athletics facility in Dundee with eight trainees in attendance.  At the end of the course, they were asked to submit preferences for attending a number of Indoor events, where they will shadow the more experienced team members, so hopefully we will have an abundance of new trainees.  

The Peer Group has been further encouraged by the allocation returns and is looking forward to a positive Indoor season.

ACTION POINTS FROM DEBRIEF (16th October 2019)   For consideration by the Commission

1. Process to be agreed that NTD will forward any facility queries from Trinity Reports to Events team – ACTION OFFICIALS COMMISSION – This was agreed.  Ally will liaise with Liz on any issues arising
2. FOUR channels proposed – Management, Track, Field and Presentations

ACTION EVENTS TEAM / OFFICIALS COMMISSION – Agreed 

3. Continue to address situation where volunteers who have not yet received their licence to ensure they are aware of opportunities and are supported to gain experience – both at championships and league/OGM meetings.  We need to make sure messages are not being missed and actioned in good time. ACTION OFFICIALS COMMISSION – Many things are in place to address this issue, with Shona, Margaret Ann and Liz all involved in passing information to potential volunteers/new officials.
4. Potential subject for training day, to include how to give and take constructive feedback, respectfulness of other people’s opinions – difficult conversations ACTION FIELD PEER GROUP – Joyce is happy to include in work on Scenarios for Training Day 
5. SA/NTD/Meeting Manager/Chiefs remits

The Revised Role of the Assistant Meet Manager

Management Team at Championships / 2 day events
NTD and Meeting Manager OR Meeting Manager and Admin Manager only

Declarations and Presentations need to be supervised.  Possible shadow role if numbers allow.

Feedback expected from Officials Conference.  ACTION OFFICIALS COMMISSION – Continue to monitor during Indoor sessions, but seemed to be working so far.
6. Roll of the Field Referee

Revert to Officials Commission / Field Peer Group to define best practice of carrying out this role.  ACTION FIELD PEER GROUP – Joyce has addressed this in her Report
7. Future NTDs – Mentoring and Identification

Who, how and when? – When officials make themselves available for Management Roles but are not yet ready identify areas where they need to gain experience and advise them to focus on those area to prepare for NTD roles in the future.

Role of NTD may be promoted at training day and confirm requirements and knowledge base.

ACTION OFFICIALS COMMISSION- Ongoing work to identify and mentor suitable candidates for roles.  Recent availability forms with additional information on Admin and Tech roles helped to identify keenness for personal development.
8. Equipment Check In Process – agreed to check in all implements at declarations

ACTION OFFICIALS COMMISSION / ALLOCATIONS GROUP / TECH TEAM – Agreed.  Limited personal equipment indoors, but Declaration will remain check in point.
 (d) Facilities
Grangemouth - 

- have purchased 2 new scoreboards

- will look investigate problems with cage gates and netting

I contacted Marc Ritchie & Mark Stringer over some comments received from reports.

Neither could shed any light on some problems mentioned, so could not follow up with Grangemouth due to scant information as to problem.

It would suggest, that in future, any problems are reported to Technical Manager who could then send them to me and I can action with facility sooner rather than later.  – It was agreed at Debrief that NTD/Meeting Manager should gather any notification of problems from Reports or own experience and bring this to the attention of Events Team who can liaise with Liz, stadia staff.
Pitreavie -

- have given a let to a football team to train in centre of arena during athletic sessions

There will only be a problem at crossover time for lets.

Have worked on a number of etiquette items eg training will only involve close skills sessions during athletics sessions

Have held a user’s meeting to discuss. First session this week and report will be sent to me.

Scotstoun/Linwood -

- looking to transfer old Kelvin Hall circle to Linwood as Scotstoun now have Dima circle from Emirates.

EDM -

- both have now gone for calibration

- spider disappeared at Grangemouth. I have just about turned Grangemouth upside down looking for spider and have been unable to find item. Neither TM can shed any light on whereabouts.

I have had a report regarding damage to EDM at Emirates. As yet, have been unable to find out problem.

 (e) Health and Safety
Margaret Ann continues to send cards but needs people to notify her of likely recipients.  She does appear to be receiving copies of online Reports of accidents at Championships, but wanted to stress the need to use the system at any athletics meeting.  A mention in the Newsletter might be worthwhile.
(f) Commission Representatives

1. Fixtures have now been confirmed for Scottish outdoor Championships in 2019.  Key Championship dates are:
29-31 May
District Championships at Inverness / Kilmarnock / Grangemouth

20th June
SuperTeams at Aberdeen

Scottish Combined Events Championships at Scotstoun

11th July
Scottish Masters Championships at Scotstoun

8-9 August

Scottish Relay Championships at Grangemouth
Dundee had initially been considered as a venue but with no covered stand this is not an option.

2. I am sure everyone is aware that two British Athletics Indoor events will be held at Emirates Arena in February:

15th – Muller Indoor Grand Prix (this event is now sold out)

22-23 – SPAR British Senior Championships

It is great to have both events but does mean that with these and our Championships it will be a busy winter.

3. Indoor entries have now opened on-line for all indoor Championships.  These will close once entry numbers are reached.

4. There are on-going discussions around a potential Scottish record.  Neither relate to our Championships however it is maybe worth considering that the current UKA rule states:

Rule 264 S1 (13) – The field Referee should be at least level 4 and the other judges signing the field card should be qualified officials. 

Is it possible that where there are two Referees that if there is a record that the level 4 official signs the card?

5. SuperTeams – T&F Commission currently looking at this being a Regional set-up for the outdoor event followed by a National Final with 80 Teams.  It is still work in progress for 2020.

6. Event Specific Series was a success in 2019 and this will continue in 2020.

7. On-going discussions have been held with clubs and an U20/17 league will be introduced in 2020. This will be three matches with each track event being held twice over the three matches and limited field events. This is open to clubs not involved in the YDL Upper competition but will be one division only. Two of the four teams currently competing in the Upper YDL league have withdrawn from that competition and one has already confirmed they will compete in this competition.  

8. Indoor Relay Championships will be held at the Combined Events meeting in February however the finals for the U13/15 and 17 age groups will be held at the Grand Prix event the following week.

Road Running and Cross Country Commission (Report by David Cairns) 

1. Starters/Starters’ Assistant Guidelines for Endurance Events:
a) Updated Guidelines were submitted to UKA with request that they be incorporated into Starter training.
b) Stewart Barns subsequently confirmed (17/10/2019):
· The Track & Field sub-group meeting accepted that Starters Guidelines were accepted as being a good practice and should be encouraged.
· One additional suggestion was that 'Race Walks = out of stadia' be included: Rule 230.8'.
· Stewart has spoken with Arwell Williams (Chair of the Endurance sub-group), who are also in agreement.
2. UKA Endurance Officials Level 1-3 & Risk Awareness Course Re-write:
a) Minutes of UKA Endurance Education and Development Sub-group meeting on 25/09/2019 confirmed the following:

· The course has been remodelled with content and delivery process agreed.  A session will take place on 05/11/2019 to prepare the candidates’ package.

· Tutor packs will follow. 

· The course is likely to be available for delivery early in 2020.

· Tutor retraining will be necessary before being able to deliver the course – 2 day training with 6 per course.

· Referee Module: DC subsequently responded to minute on 01/10/2019 confirming reasons for SA opposition to module being compulsory in Level 2 (see also item c) below).

b) DC attended meeting of the Course re-write panel in Birmingham 05/11/2019 where initial proposal and comments were reviewed, subsequent Draft prepared along with Matrix and Resources requirements. No definite programme set for course going live but it will be a few months yet.

c) Referee Module: DC/Arwell Williams discussed on 05/11/2019 but AW cannot understand our reluctance to accept. The driving force appears to be that there is no access available on  UKA Trinity Portal to identify who (below Level 3) are qualified “Race Referees”, which also impacts on Event Licensing (NB I have established through Shona Malcolm that only Training Course Managers have authority to access this level of qualification detail and that she is the only one in Scotland).

3. Endurance Officials Progress:

a) DC met with Shona Malcolm & Sandra Hardacre 16/09/2019 to consider and develop a plan for Endurance Official recruitment, Trainee involved, mentoring and development. A range of issues were considered including lapsed officials, trainees development, unqualified officials.
b) A report on the meeting was submitted to the RR&CCC meeting on 07/10/2019, actions to be agreed.
c) Establishing an Endurance Officials Allocation/Availability List system similar to that operated by T&F is being considered and Alasdhair Love subsequently hosted demonstration 23/10/2019.

d) DC is the only active SA Endurance Officials Tutor therefore additional Tutors (Minimum Level 3) require to be identified ahead of the new Tutor Training Course gong live, perhaps one Tutor from each District.

Update from Officials’ Development Officer (Report by Shona Malcolm)
Training Courses – Many thanks to all the tutors and Officials who have delivered courses or the Club Mentoring Programme. We have a steady stream of new application forms and upgrades coming through.

· Discussion on Call Room – Call room Stewards will be renamed as Call Room Judges. Clive Young is writing up a story board for the Call Room module. Looking at an on-Line Course for Call Room Judges and a Face to Face course for Call Room Managers. Possibly launching at the UK Officials conference in February.

· Tutor Training – Paula Gowing & Lesley Minervini writing assessment criteria for Level 1 tutors. Pathway and progression information should have been sent to all tutors to add to last page of their matrix. 

· Discussion around updating all Level 2 questions and should they be on-line and should there be a pass marks or guidance notes on marking. UK peer groups are re-viewing questions by 31 December. Hopefully ready to go live in April. 

· UKA Conference Date for next year is 19th April 2020 – Venue – Juries Inn Hinkley Island.

· Paper on Guidance for Starters at Endurance events written by Dave Cairns was accepted and agreed to that it would be added to Level 1 starters resources as a handout.

· Conference Call meeting on 2nd October. 
· The Level 1-3 Logbook is being updated. Looks a lot better and has information on accessing “My Athletics Portal”, also examples of what to put on the ROE.

· Paula looking at what information is needed from ROE for Peer Groups to make it easier.

· First meeting of new group will be 5th September. Will meet a minimum of 3 times per year.
