Field – (Report by Joyce Rammell)

General
We have just come to the end of an extremely busy indoor season and unusually we have had large numbers of field officials making it a difficult to allocate duties effectively and this may continue though to the summer, A good problem to overcome. 

There has been a disturbing number of late call-offs from events this winter, some very close to the event. Maybe some less experienced people do not appreciate the stress this puts on management officials. Possibly something that needs to be stressed at the training day.

There was a well-attended Level 1 course earlier in the winter and another upcoming. Feedback shows that a good few are coming through looking to gain Level 1 at least.

Upgrading

We have four L3 working towards L4 but none will be ready this year.

Two Level 2 judges are ready to move on to L3 this year

Five L1s are now working towards L2 and a number of others look very capable

Timekeepers - (Report from Jason Pender)

Some concern with the number of time keepers volunteering for championships. World Athletics requires three timekeepers to time first place at any one time to back up photo finish should photo finish fail (Rules 165.8 and  165.22. When we have the straight and circular on concurrently we have been only able to provide one or two time keepers for each. See analysis below.

L1 = 11

L2 = 6

We did run a PF L1 course at the Emirates in January of this year. We had 7 participants and we have had three participants already gaining experiences, some at Championships. We have 1x L1 just upgraded to L2. We still have 2x L3s progressing nicely to upgrade to L4 in the future.

Although it seems that we are overstaffed at some events, we are committed to encouraging inexperienced officials and this means on the job mentoring by our more experienced officials, meaning bigger than normal teams.

For the UKA Indoor season we had representation at the two televised events by 4 of our L4s with some of our other PF officials also working in a different role.
*An additional discussion took place to make Commission aware of request from Monumental Mile organisers for Photo Finish expertise – there are a number of obstacles – lack of measured course particularly at additional 1500m request, number of teams of officials needed, finish line, and suitable cover in inclement weather, which Dave will relay to organisers.  
Starter / Starters Assistant (Report from Alister Cameron)
A big thank you, once again, to our team of Officials for their support during the Indoor season.
Once again, the winter season has been a real success for our team, fulfilling all of our allocations with a very enthusiastic and committed group of Starter/Starters’ Assistants.

One Official upgraded to Level 3 in both disciplines and two further Officials preparing for upgrading to Level 2, and one preparing for upgrade to Level 3.

Three Officials progressing towards Level 2 Starters and should move to Level 2 in the first part of 2020 outdoor season.

The Peer Group has co-opted a further member to the team who are now working effectively with the whole team. The Indoor season finished with the Age Group Championships last weekend and thank you to all who assisted at this, and all the other events during the winter, demonstrating the now familiar professional image to the other disciplines, athletes and spectators alike, and we are now looking forward to another successful Outdoor season in 2020.

(c) Events Team

No formal report but Ally took the opportunity to pass on the Events Teams thanks for all the hard work during a successful indoor season.
There will be an Indoor Debrief on the 16th March- information to be sent out in the next couple of days.

(d) Facilities

Emirates

An ongoing problem with equipment

Now very limited supply of shot. There are insufficient to have a supply for both training and competition.

High jump stands required repairing.

Other issues which I will compile a list to be given to facility.

Had a conversation with Debbie, one of assistant managers, regarding some problems, before I left on Sunday evening.

Track Mark

This is an ongoing problem with a number of facilities.

Trying to encourage all to sign up for accreditation. Competition permits will only be given to those facilities working towards accreditation.

Permit level 1 – units 1 to 4 
Permit level 2 – as above with addition of unit 6; survey.

Unit 5 refers to floodlights.

UKA accreditation costs are £75/unit.

In addition, each unit requires testing from an independent assessor.

Track surface test, horizontal jumps, vertical jumps, cage, floodlights.

Total costs for the tests are £2700.

Accreditation lasts 3 years.

Facilities will then be required to have everything retested after this time.

I have had meetings with a few facilities who cannot justify this cost.

It also has thrown up how little some clubs pay to hire facility.

There are other features in Track Mark programme which some will fine difficult to comply with due to limited staff available.
*Leslie Roy received clarification from Liz that Championship venues will meet requirements this year but it will be more challenging in future.

Meadowmill
Club has installed a pole vault bed which is not suitable for competition.

Anyone wishing to use has to hire from club.

U18 Steeplechase

Rules have changed regarding height of steeplechase barriers for U18M. ---Now 0.838cm.

Grangemouth have been contacted to alter barriers for SSAA Championships in June. They have contacted a firm to find out cost of change.
*Hopefully will not affect anyone looking for qualification for other events. Not felt it will affect anyone this year.

 (e) Health and Safety
2 serious incidents dealt with recently.  Athletes aged 10 and 13 are fortunately progressing well.  Need for constant vigilance and reporting of incidents to prevent recurrence.  There were also incidents involving 2 officials. Margaret Ann stressed the need for careful follow up work.  She continues to send cards to officials who are unwell and reminds everyone to let her know of likely recipients.
(f) Commission Representatives 
Track and Field Commission (Report by Leslie Roy)
1. The T&F Commission would like to express thanks to all officials who made themselves available for the 4J Studios National Indoor Championships as without officials support and commitment these Championships would not be able to take place.  The Championships were all very successful and were well supported by athletes.

2. The Timetable sub group will be meeting at end of March to review the indoor timetables while everything is still reasonably fresh in people’s minds.  There were a few field challenges and if anyone wishes to give any feedback please drop me an email.

3. Outdoor SUPERTeams – at the last meeting it was mentioned that T&F Commission were looking at introducing a Regional competition however this is still work in progress so the aim will be to try and implement in 2021.

4. The new U17/20 competition will go ahead in the summer with three matches.  Eight Composite teams (32 clubs) have signed up to compete from all over Scotland. 

5. The first outdoor Championship event will be at the end of May (29-31) – District Championships.  The change in date is due to the May Bank holiday now being on Friday 8th May.

6. The finals of the U13/15/17 Relay Championships were held at the start of the Grand Prix event, giving the young athletes a fantastic experience.  They were then given tickets to watch the meeting and see a World Pole Vault record.

7. Request that 3 signatures on Field Cards are accompanied by PRINTED NAME and level of official as some have been indecipherable.  The need to have signatures from Level 3/4  is also important.
Road Running and Cross Country Commission (Report by David Cairns) 

1. UKA Endurance Education Sub-Group Meeting 27/11/2019
a) No further feedback from UKA Endurance Officials Sub-Group with respect to incorporating ‘Race Walks = out of stadia' be included: Rule 230.8’ into Starters Guidelines for Endurance Events.
b) Rejected our opposition to the Referee Module being made compulsory in Level 2 “whether the individual wishes to referee or not”. I’ll continue to “lobby” UKA Endurance Education Sub-Group but don’t hold out much hope.
c) Next Meeting 26th March 2020 (NB I don’t attend in person but submit report).

2. Starters Guidelines for Endurance Events:
a) DC awaiting April 2020 UKA Rule book to check for any associated rule changes before uploading the Guidelines to Scottish Athletics website under link: ‘Officials-Officials’ Toolkit- Endurance’.

3. UKA Endurance Officials Level 1-3 & Risk Awareness Course Re-write:
a) DC attended a further meeting of the Course re-write panel in Doncaster on 9th & 10th February to “Pilot” the new course and agree final adjustments.

b) No definite programme set for the course going live but it will probably be a few months yet.

c) Delivery of the new course will require retraining of all existing Tutors (including re-write panel members) and to approved Tutors; likely 2 day training with 6 per course.

d) Subsequent training of new Tutors will follow.

e) The intention is to provide consistency in the training course delivery and Endurance Officiating throughout the UK.

4. Endurance Officials Tutor Training:
a) DC is the only active Endurance Tutor in Scotland; we therefore need to identify potential candidates for Tutor Training (Endurance Level 3 minimum).

b) To date SA Officials Training Courses have been confined to the Central Belt (Emirates, Livingston & South Gyle) but we need to improve accessibility to courses in the more remote areas. DC is therefore hoping to recruit two candidates for Tutor Training; ideally one from the West and one from the North; ahead of the new course material going live.

c) The number of candidates will be dependent on SA budget approval.

5. Endurance Officials Peer Group:
a) West & North Districts have been asked to nominate an Endurance Official from their District to join DC on the Peer Group; to assist with assessment of L2 & L3 upgrade application reviews and share their knowledge of the applicants skills.
b) We do not have any Level 3 Endurance Officials who have followed the pathway introduced in 2011, it may therefore complicate discussions if Peer Group members are not  familiar with the training course. Trained Tutors might therefore be the most appropriate Peer Group candidates but this is not essential as I could go through the course and pathway material with them to provide an understanding of the process.

6. Endurance Officials Progress:
a) DC to proceed with setting up Endurance Officials “Googleform” Availability/Allocation List similar to that operated by T&F, with the intention of implementing ahead of 2020-21 Winter Season.

b) It is intended to roll out “Endurance Officials Mentoring” with assistance from Peer Group members.
7. Unqualified Officials:
a) Unqualified “officials” are to be asked to do PVG Disclosure through SA so that they can be registered as Assistants and thus satisfy UKA Insurance requirements.

8. Privacy Policy:
a) Guidance required from SA on Policy for non-SA race conveners sourcing qualified officials?

Update from Officials’ Development Officer (Report by Shona Malcolm)
Training Courses – A calendar of courses delivered at the Emirates over the indoor season was put on the website. Dates were planned to coincide with either a championship or another event, this giving candidates a chance to see athletics first-hand. This has been very successful in encouraging candidates to gain experience.  Many thanks go to all the tutors, who have delivered.

· Level 2 Questions have all been updated by UKA Peer Groups, now been sent to course writers to check. Pass mark changed to 75%. Questions on UKA /rules not IAAF.

· Tutor Training – all current tutors now through training, plan to run 1 Tutor Training Course per year for new Tutors. Paula Gowing & Lesley Minervini writing assessment criteria for Level 1 tutors, also putting videos together for training purposes.

· New Level 1 Logbook almost ready for printing.

· UKA Conference Date for is 19th April 2020 – Venue – Juries Inn Hinkley Island.

· Level 5 Course and exam possibly end August 2020, then look at running every 2 years.

· Looking at the possibility of introducing a Technology report for people going to Level 3.

· Looking to introduce a time limit for report writers to submit reports, suggested 1 month. 

 Home Countries Communication Forum

· Conference Call meeting on 5th February - cancelled. 
Recruitment, Retention, Reward Sub-Group –

· Sent out survey to 675 Officials on 7th February 2020, then a reminder email sent on 20th February.

Group met to go over feedback. 

1. 327 responded, almost 50/50 male/female. 

2. 76% or people who replied support all events and only 23% only support local events.

3. 46% became involved as a parent of an athlete.

4. In 5years time, 26% will be out of the sport or have less commitment.

5. 58% don’t want to progress from where they are now.

6. 28% would like to work in other disciplines. With 11% looking to do different things within the same discipline.

7. 58% would like more CPD and learning opportunities.

8. 33% don’t feel valued or rewarded and 24% feel valued but not rewarded. 

9. There were lots of comments about not being respected by senior officials, and more mentoring required.

10. 86% were happy when officiating most of the time. 

The group will now be looking at all the comments in more detail and then look at putting a plan together to help to improve officiating experiences for all. 

· Officials Recruitment Stand at the GB Grand Prix in Emirates was manned by Brian & Moira Nisbet. We have a list of 20 names and contact emails of people interested in finding out more about officiating. At the BA Champs Brian & Margaret-Ann manned the stand again with further people interested. These people will all be contacted with course dates and invites to come along and help. 

AOCB

*Alistair Aitchison -  It is very appropriate for the Commission to thank Ally & Caitlin for their efforts in making sure the Indoor season was a great success.  

Also thanks to Lena at SAL for getting the expenses paid in good time. It does seem to make a difference to some officials.

*TRAINING DAY – Shona shared draft timetable.  The general layout and times were agreed and additions were made to flesh out the workshop sessions– Margaret Brown will deliver a presentation on roles of NTD, MM and Admin Manager – Jason Pender was happy to add elements of Endurance into Timekeeping if David Cairns is not available.  All agreed to look at scenarios for discussion.
Code of Conduct/Disciplinary – discussion took place of updated scottishathletics documents and the positive behaviours necessary to adhere to the code and the need to question behaviour which falls short.  Officials should all be encouraged to read the documents.  Though the vast majority of people involved in our sport naturally adhere to a respectful code of conduct, we must always be vigilant.
