1.Convenor’s Opening Remarks

4. Convenor`s Report   (Report by Margaret Brown)
Recent updates:
UKA have now issued summer 2021 availability for completion. Discussion around feelings about heading south in the current pandemic and the need to be seen being available were extensive. Comments have been made previously and concern was raised about the % issue for Scottish Officials. It seems to change. Message from those at UKA appear inconsistent. Comments were also made about the way the 2021 Policy & Procedure document was unprofessional and contained errors. Discussions were extensive. Suggestions were given, including using our Officials on UKA Peer groups or but it was decided that coming from Convenor of Officials’ Commission & SA via CH was more appropriate, but the more folk bringing it up better. Exceptional Year (so far) unfortunately, very little has changed since our first lockdown in March 2020 but somehow with the valuable assistance of all at scottishathletics and our Commission members we have managed to cobble together many inspirational virtual events to keep things ticking over!

At least now there are vaccines on the horizon, if not with all of us just yet! We certainly hope that these will help make things a lot better if not quite back to the ‘normal’ we previously knew.

UKA Update

The British Indoor Championships just proved to be a step too far! To date no confirmed details are available to suggest any BA outdoor events in 2021.  As with ourselves, no availability request has been asked of officials and therefore no meeting has taken place to review, consider and select as would normally be the case in January of any year.

Scottish Athletics’ Update

As we are all well aware by now Mark Munro has moved on to new challenges with British Athletics and good wishes to him from the Officials’ Commission were passed on.  Mark was like a breath of fresh air in all things to do with officials.  He was hugely supportive and always recognised and acknowledged the tremendous work undertaken by our officials.  Mark took a very keen interest in everything we did and offered good advice and suggestions during his time as CEO.

Colin Hutchison has been appointed to take on the role of CEO and we very much look forward to working with him in the same way and to develop new opportunities for officials with his support.

Officials’ Catch Up Events

Another successful catch up with our officials took place on 28th November 2020. We were hopeful that there would be some indoor activity in January/February rather than a virtual get together, however, due to increased numbers succumbing to Covid-19 and further restrictions being imposed the SA indoor events were all cancelled.  

We are now able to plan another catch up/update for our Technical Officials and the content and date will be discussed at the February Commission meeting.

In addition, consideration is being given to offering officials a one-off mid-week evening Zoom (or webinair) type of event by SAMH on mental health issues.  Further details will be available from Colin Hutcheson and Shona Malcolm.

Indoor Elite Events

While it was necessary to cancel all SA planned indoor events at the beginning of 2021 our Events’ Team were keen to offer Scottish ‘elite’ athletes an opportunity for competition.  As the European Indoor Championships scheduled at the beginning of March in Poland remained on the calendar the ‘elite’ events provided some with an opportunity for important indoor competition.

5. Reports
(a) Discipline Heads
Track – (Report by Alistair Aitchison)
Update: nothing to add & no questions
MaM and AA took part in the first testing of the Level 1 Online Track Course. Would not anticipate any difficulties if we need to deliver the same course in Scotland.

In discussions with the Track Team AA is confident officials will turn out in numbers if Scottish Athletics are permitted to run any events.

Field – (Report by Joyce Rammell)
Update: nothing to add
MB asked about proposed date for Discipline meeting & it’s structure. JR intimated it would be decided after this meeting. Discussion around content. More appropriate & more time available than at the breakout of an Officials’ Catch up.

There have been no indoor field competitions therefore minimal report. The field deliberately decided to allocate only the first January indoor competition weekend, which saved a great deal of effort.

There is now a comprehensive list of field duties complying with Covid restrictions for both indoor and outdoor competition so will be able to prepare adequately when restrictions are eased enough to hold competition again.

It is hoped to have virtual discipline meeting very soon to update everyone on the current competition situation.

Starter / Starters Assistant (Report by Richard O’Grady)
Update: TAG have circulated paper re RR/XC starts. NOT to be obligatory but up to Starter concerned. Discussion followed and decision was that event organiser would be the person making the decision. AL hinted that is funding was available the possibility of an electronic gun would be investigated. Information would need to get to the athlete at all levels, probably via clubs & coaches. Suggestion that it could be done via Newsletters, Social media and online. CH & SM to follow up.

The Start Team Peer and its 3 subgroups (Mentoring, Upgrading and Allocations) are now fully operational and have already formed a cohesive support structure for the Start discipline. 

Each subgroup has reviewed their respective remits and are now working on identified areas of work within their subgroups, feeding into the Peer Group.

Allocations have produced a historical spreadsheet enabling the allocations process to be fair and equitable for all active officials.

Mentoring & Upgrading are working on their action plans, which will be circulated to all of the start team once approved by the Peer Group.

The Start Team continue to hold regular bi-monthly virtual catchups to maintain contact with the team. Our next one is on 24th February.

Following the recent UKA Technical Advisory Group’s paper on “Guidance on Start procedures for Off Track Endurance Events” and following discussions with other senior Scottish officials, I have been looking at the various alternative starting methods for events held in Scotland, especially cross-country events. (2 papers attached for consideration).

Administration– (Report by Margaret McInally)
Nothing to add. 

MB thanked MMc for a job well done at Meadowmill events last summer.
Although it all came to nothing  with the Indoor Championships, it was very positive from the Availability to see not only the usual names, but some new ones, agreeing to be involved in Admin roles at the events. This was really promising and hopefully might be repeated in summer Availabilities. It really is important that all Officials are aware of the jobs that go on behind the scenes, particularly newer Officials and those looking to progress. I appreciate that in some Disciplines ‘extras’ are rare, but it really is a worthwhile experience for all, whatever their level.  I’m sure I’ll not be alone in hoping that things improve soon and we can see some kind of Championships this summer.

Endurance (Report by Dave Cairns) – This was taken first to allow CD to leave
Update: Very busy time with UK sub group involvement.  XC Commission have considered a no gun rule for events. Athletes need to be told that in England guns are likely to be fired downwards different from Scotland. Field Horn considered & to be tried Discussion around audio & visually impaired athletes at the start. Flag, hanky, arm. To be further investigated. SM got suggestions to forward. Welsh Athletics are trialling an online L1-3 Endurance course over 2 weekends DC & MA MacLaughan to sit in.  Commants would be fed back.RD asked if there was anything required of him re electronic availability. DC agreed not at present. Probably nothing now till winter 21/22. Current one needs removed from web.
DC now allocated a scottishathletics Discipline Head email address: officialsendurance@scottishathletics.org.uk
UKA Endurance Education Sub-Group:
a) Attended my first meeting of the Sub-Group on 12/01/2021 via “Microsoft Teams”.

b) UKA Endurance Starters’ Guidelines: It was confirmed that these are for Guidance and it is up to individual starters how they are implemented.

c) Referee Appointments at Road Races: Ongoing.
d) Level 1-3 Course Re-write: Preparing Tutor Packs, ongoing (NB the course is designed for face to face presentation).

e) Tutor Training: Targeting April 2021 for Tutor Training (Re-write Panel + 2 Others) then role out to new Tutors (L3 minimum Endurance Qualification).
f) Online Training Course: There are no plans at this time to develop an online course but Welsh Athletics is presenting a virtual online version of the present Risk Awareness and L1-L3 training course on 20th & 27th February which I hope to sit in on.

g) L1-L3 Endurance Officials Logbook: Subsequent to the meeting I assisted Arwell Williams (Sub-Group Chair) with updating the logbook, now complete and forwarded to UKA.


Changes to Level 2 & Level 3 self-taught module requirements as follows:

· Level 2: “Sector Marshal”, “Judging & Recording” and “Referee”.

· Level 3: “Course Director” and “Start & Finish Director”.

h) Subsequent to meeting copies of the existing August 2013 edition of the “England Athletics Officials Guide – Getting Started as an Endurance Official” and a draft Welsh Athletics Endurance Officials Welcome Pack document prepared by Zoe Holloway were circulated for comparison.

England Athletics Officials Guide – Getting Started as an Endurance Official”: I extracted text from the booklet PDF format onto a word document and returned with my comments attached.
Welsh Athletics Endurance Officials Welcome Pack: I reviewed and returned with comments attached.

I was subsequently invited to attend a meeting with AW & ZH via “Microsoft Teams” on 1st February to review proposals. Zoe will now be updating her draft and circulate, following which it can be adopted by the Home Countries as a template for similar documents.This is on my “to do” list.

i) Existing Endurance Officials Online RA Course: Plans to reinstate this option for existing pre-2011 officials who have not as yet completed the Risk Awareness Course are under consideration and I have been asked to assist with the previous 2017 course material update.

j) UKA Website: Update ongoing. Members asked to review and submit any comments.

Endurance Officials Action Plan:
a) Discussions and development Ongoing.
Endurance Officials Discipline (Peer) Group:
a) MAM and I provide West & East District representation but I am still looking for a North District representative and therefore intend circulating Endurance Officials to hopefully source a volunteer.

b) Ron Morrison has agreed to assist with marking/reviewing Upgrade applications.

Proposed Endurance Officials Discipline Group Remit: 
a) SM circulated a proposed generic Discipline Group Remit which I have modified for Endurance as outlined below and circulated to the RR&CC Commission for consideration:

b) Invite all Officials irrespective of Endurance or Track & Field qualified to submit their availability for all scottishathletics Endurance Championships through on-line Availability Google Form and request their acceptance that contact details will be shared with Event Conveners. Support Event Conveners with selection of Officials for their event.

c) Assist scottishathletics Events Team in making recommendations for Referees to other scottishathletics permitted event Race Organisers under event licencing conditions e.g. District League Cross Country Races; Scottish Schools’ events; Open Road, Cross Country, Hill & Trail Races.
d) Recruit and allocate mentors for new Officials and current Officials looking to move up the officiating pathway.

e) Mark Levels 2 & 3 questions for Endurance Officials looking to upgrade.
f) Arrange reports for Endurance Officials looking to upgrade to Levels 3 & 4.

g) Check application forms for upgrading to Level 2 and above and send to the Officials Development Officer for processing.

h) Create and maintain standardized good practise guide, for inclusion in the Officials’ tool kit to aid consistency.

i) Discuss any Endurance discipline specific concerns raised and action as appropriate.

Endurance Officials Training:

a) Given the current COVID restrictions the proposed training course in February is being rescheduled and will hopefully be presented in May. There were two applications for the training course and they have been notified accordingly.

Endurance Officials Tutor Training: 

a) MAM supported ALa as Assistant Referee at the Lindsays scottishathletics Invitational Cross Country at Scone Place on 5th December 2020 to gain experience of the role.

c) Awaiting confirmation of the UKA Tutor Training Course(s), once COVID restrictions ease.

Scottish Athletics Website Update:

a) This is currently under review and I have forwarded comments and suggestions on Endurance content to SM for inclusion.

Start Procedures for Endurance Events:
a) At the meeting of the RR&CC Commission on 27th January the question of how appropriate gun starts were in this day and age to endurance events and particularly those involving children was raised. SM and I were asked by the Commission to investigate and prepare guidance on alternative options to gun starts.
b) To date I've not yet had the opportunity to follow this up but to get the ball rolling would welcome any positive feedback.

Accreditation Upgrade:

(c) Health and Safety (Report from Dave Hanlon)

MB commented that it had not been the best of starts for new representative. DH had hoped to attend some of the Indoor meetings, but it didn’t happen. Will aim to try outdoors.

DH ask Commission’s opinion on his invitation to become Club President. Brief discussion followed and it was agreed that others were in a similar situation and to take care of excessive workload.
(d) Facilities(Report by Liz Wilder)
No report
Update: few open, but those that are, continue to work towards TrackMark. MB queried its delay in implementation, but it was pointed out that it was good use of the time of those working in the venue. AL & CW asked if they had anything else, but no. LR questioned whether we knew which facilities might be available to use. CH gave a brief update on those known to be open.
Emirates – performance athletes only

Aberdeen – Zoey Clark only 

Mixed across the country. Club Managers linked to facilities would keep in touch. Important as furlough ends to support return to further use.

Next week might see a change in what is permitted by Scottish Government.
6. Events – (Report by Ally Love) 
Prior to AL starting, dates on web of plans for outdoors. MB reminded everyone that when information was being passed & discussed, all Discipline Heads should be included, not just one or two. She appreciated the honesty of those who had been involved.

RD suggested as Officials’ Coordinator information going around should come from himself &/or AL. All agreed.

Summer fixture dates were now available, but with no guarantee where or what format. Open venues have been contacted. Something similar to what was offered at Meadowmill last summer & Throws/Jumps GP already can meet Covid restrictions as long as we return to level 3. 

Track & Field Commission meet next week then more information would be available.

North District date needs to be different from other 2 this year, venue reasons. Might help with Official numbers. Discussion around whether we could cover to 2 different venues in the current situation or if one only, which? Most agreed it would be feasible to man but varied opinions about which venue would be best, especially regarding Photo Finish equipment. Decision easier once availabilities are returned.  Discussion continued around facilities, numbers, as well as concern about information shared by publishing Minute. MB assured it remains Draft & only seen by Commission till approved.
7. Track and Field Commission (Report by Leslie Roy)
Update – Thanks extended to those who helped at Elite events recently. They went well with some impressive performances. Championships have already been discussed but Leagues are also accepting limitations. Most are looking at combined matches with limited events as the way forward. Everything will depend on the stage we are in lockdown. Level 3 makes things a possibility but not so if Level 4.

RD asked if LR could provide some wording to go out with availability requests to ensure Officials understood what was happening. She agreed to do this.

Might be worth considering a short Zoom meeting with selected Officials to explain how things will work. 

Elite Events – Thanks to the officials who gave of their time to officiate at two successful indoor T&F events.  Unfortunately due to Scottish Government restrictions only those athletes invited to the British Indoor Championships were allowed to compete.  A small number of athletes took up the opportunity with some excellent performances produced. There were lots of PBs, a Scottish U20 1500m record that was 50 years old and a Scottish Native 400m record. 

 

Track & Field Championships – The T&F Commission are due to meet on 24th February and will discuss the Championship programme for the forthcoming T&F season especially those events due to be held in May and Early June namely – District Championships (8/9 May), North District (21/22 May), 10,000m Championship (30th April) and 3,000m Championship(4th June). 

 

League competition in 2021 – the SWAL, Men’s League and Scottish U17/20 League are meeting on 23rd February to discuss a combined competition for all three leagues, all have agreed in principle.  The plan is to have limited events at each fixture with six meetings spread across the season which will also help from an officials’ perspective.

 

TrackMark – is UKA’s new quality assurance scheme for outdoor T&F facilities.  A venue that achieves TrackMark will be recognised y UKA as having well managed compliant facilities that are accessible to participants of all abilities.  It was due to be introduced in 2021 but has now been extended to April 2023 for those facilities working towards the award.     

8.Officials’ Development Officer (Report by Shona Malcolm)

Update – Online courses are getting there, Photo Finish is ready at UKA level, Track has been piloted, Call Room module awaits videos and Time Keeping has still to be looked at. Stuart Barnes has been re elected as Chair of UKA Education Subgroup. Assistant Officials course being looked at to present virtually. 

RRR continue to work on Action Plan choosing one every 2 months. Certificates are ready to be approved. Discussion on value for money of posting but £200 would be worth it. More impact through the post. Training day & electronically considered.
MB asked about links to Myathletics Portal for new Officials. Are there instructions? SM confirmed this is included in the logbook they receive. AA asked if Officials had to be a member of SA get rule book, PB etc. SM confirmed this was the case & they were encouraged to join at the course & in Logbook.
Training Courses – The Level 1 Photo Finish Virtual Course on 5th November delivered by Dave Finlayson & Alistair Dalgleish had 5 attendees plus representatives from the Home Countries and was well received. Dave is working with Alison Jordan to finalise a few things and it will be ready to roll out to the rest of the UK.

UKA piloted a Level 1 Track Virtual Course on 4th February, myself, AA and MAM attended. Stewart Barns is working with UKA to finalise the material before the course will be ready to roll out. Arwel Williams is working with UKA on the Level 1 Endurance course. I am working with UKA on dates to deliver tutor training for the other discipline on virtual delivery.

I am working on the Assistant Officials Course material to make it suitable to be delivered virtually. Once finalised will pilot it with our tutors for feedback and CPD on virtual delivery. Have contacted Sportscotland to see if they will run a tutor training course for our tutors on virtual delivery. The planned face to face courses at the Emirates have been cancelled and looking at new dates for later in the year. 

National Officials Catch-Up – Delivered in November by Zoom had 96 attendees and was well received. Thanks to Margaret Brown for pulling the programme together and to all that presented on the day.

An Endurance catch-up took place in December with 43 attendees. There have be discipline specific catch-ups between November and now with Start Team, Photo Finish and Track.

Website – Updating of Officials pages is ongoing. If anyone has Changes for the Officials pages, then please pass then on to me for updating.   

UKA Education Sub-Group Update
· Teams meeting on 9th December 2020

· The Officials’ pathway document has been updated and on the UKA website and ours.

· The analysis form for timekeepers is not needed for level 4’s. It can still be used at local levels for checking accuracy. 

· UKA are delivering all the CMA modules on-line a programme has been put together for deliver between January and March 2021. This was circulated to all that expressed an interest. 

· EDM module for level 4 Field will be delivered to our candidates in Scotland, I am looking at Dundee or Perth as the venue. Have emailed and awaiting response on dates and cost. 

· Call Room Module still being built and looking for some video content.

· Introduction to Officiating Module, still being finalised and looking for video content before being put online. 

· Tutor Training – names have been given to Paula for Scottish tutors wanting to deliver virtual courses and list of new tutors. Paula looking at dates for training.

· Matt is looking to put out another Officials’ newsletter. He is also looking for ideas for webinars to deliver virtually over this year.

Home Countries Forum –

· This group covers Scotland, Northern Ireland, Wales, England, and UKA. The group meet on a regular basis and discus all the UKA courses both on-line and face to face deliver. It checks and standardises all forms and materials for courses. We also look at best practise and share new ideas. 

Recruitment, Retention, Reward Sub-Group –

· Group met on 24 November 2020 & 19 January 2021.

· An action plan has been drawn up with short, medium, and long term aims. The plan will be presented at every commission meeting going forward. Plan attached.

· Appreciation Certificate – the group has put this together for the intention of posting it out to officials at the end of every season. This certificate will also be posted out to our regular volunteers who help at championships. This is to help with the reward and retention of our officials and volunteers to show them that we care. Certificate attached. 

·  Information Pack – this has been put together from the feedback from the survey an officials catch-ups. The intension is to email this to course candidates 2 weeks after their course to give them a reminder in a simple form of the next steps and also give them contact information on the discipline heads. Information Pack attached. 

· Next meeting planned 13 April by Zoom.
9.Virtual Catch-up /Training Day.-
MB asked the question, Training Day or Catch-up? Discussion around the limit to what could be included at this time in a Training Day. Most Disciplines already in contact, Do we go mid week or weekend? Agreed we need the new CEO present to meet everyone. Weekend would be more popular, 20th March was Training Day by calendar, use it. MB has a few ideas to  develop & HoD could add more . SM to coordinate.
10. Updated Shoe rules
Information had been previously circulated. Agreed that again information had to be filtered down to athletes via Clubs & Coaches. Officials will be seen as the ‘baddies’ otherwise. Education is the way forward. If to be checked in Call Room, more time needed, though RRC agreed to only check medallists. Declarations suggested, detail of shoes on entry form. Discussion around do we have to do it for all, One communication had said only Seniors & Juniors(U20). CH to bring up with UKA at first opportunity. So much aimed at elite athletes. At present all spikes are OK. We really need consistency between age ranges, a learning curve for younger athletes. Discussion continued around the fact that it is a rule. That being the case we should be obeying it. Way forward has to be to use low level meetings as a learning situation, no DQs but when we come to Championships, we must follow the rules.
