Please encourage as many people as you can to sign up for a course. Additional dates for other disciplines will be available at the Emirates, I am just finalising dates for the New Year.

Officials Conference – Date set for the 26th October at Carnegie New Conference Centre. Can Discipline Heads have a think about what you would like delivered or any workshops you think might be interesting for officials. I would like to get a draft timetable out early  September.  (if you could ask officials over the summer what they might want and feedback to me that would be most useful). I asked this question at the last commission meeting, but to date I have had nothing back. Can you please have a think and get back to me ASAP. I would also like at least one scenario from each discipline head that relates to your discipline. I need the scenario and the answer and also any rule number that goes along with it. Can you please email them to me asap.

Officials Training Day – I have been looking at dates for next year and propose the following 28 or 29 March 2026. This avoids Easter, but can you let me know if you prefer a Saturday or Sunday please?  

Home Countries Forum – this group continues to work together to keep the education of officials consistent over the 4 Home Countries. What we have been working on with help from our volunteer officials community.

· New Pathway – Resources to go with this pathway to help new officials coming into the sport. We have produced Discipline checklists. Some videos have been created to go along with these, but it is still work in progress. 
· Level 3 Questions - These were launched on 1st April and sit on the website under upgrading. All Discipline Heads should have received a copy of the questions, the answer paper and the marking grid. If you don’t have these let me know and I will forward onto you. If you have any feedback on these please let me know. 
· Level 2 Questions - The working groups are now starting to look at the level 2 questions to make them multiple choice.  We are in the final stages of these being put together and will be sent round all Discipline Heads & Tutors for checking and feedback before launching in October. 
· UKA Health & Safety Module –the first draft of this module has been built and is being tested for feedback. Once this is complete the final testing will take place before launching. Once finalised it would become part of the re-licencing every 3 year. We are just waiting on this being uploaded to Athletics Hub before the final launch date is announced. 
· Tutor Training and Tutor assessors – We are in discussion about this and putting together a job description. If you know of anyone who you think might be good at this then please give me their name and I will follow up with them.
· Level 1 Course review – the potential members of the working groups have all now responded. We are planning a webinar on the evening of the 29th October to take this forward.
· Communities of Good Practise. We haven’t delivered anymore of these since March. But will be planning more over the winter months. If you have any subject you would like to hear more about please let me know.

Recruitment, Retention, Reward Sub-Group – The next meeting of the group will be on the 22nd November. I will pass round the action plan after this meeting for any comments. We will continue to put a “T” or a “*” next to all newly qualified officials or trainees who have not yet got their licence. We would ask all Discipline Heads to disseminate this information to all Referees or Chiefs over the winter and to look out for this on the officials list. Ideally get someone from within your team to meet, greet and look after them to make sure they get a good experience. 
SAMH Metal Health & Wellbeing of Officials – The eLearning module was sent out to the 9 people from the webinar that expressed an interest, 5 have completed the module so far. The group will be meeting in September to look at a code of practice  for the Ambassadors and well as having useful documents on our website. Once we have Ambassadors’ signed up, we would like to ask the commission if they are happy with us – 
· Putting a paragraph in the official information 
· Highlighting the ambassadors name in pink on the officials list 
· Adding this into Chiefs’ briefings

UKA Education Sub-Group Update. –  The group not met since the 14 May 2025 and the next meeting will be on the 24th September.
· The Level 4 question and guidelines are now on the UKA and our website. I sent round the dates for the courses to all Discipline Heads. Please encourage anyone who is looking to go for their level 4 to sign up.
· The World Athletics Bronze Referee Exam took place on Saturday 24th May. The 4 Scottish candidates that sat the course all passed.

3. Field– Moira Nisbet 
FIELD REPORT for Officials’ Commission meeting August 2025 
2025 Outdoor season:
Scottish Championships: Age group and Senior championships have all gone well, however, some events have been tight on the number of officials attending events (Combined events and Age group Aberdeen are 2 to be called out). Senior Champs went well, however, delays on the field following seated throws set the field programme back by 1 hour, this was not great for our Senior Athletes competition where they were warmed up and ready to come to call room to be told not ready yet and to come back an hour later. 
Quite a few officials no shows happening or late call offs and need to understand why that is as the information that is sent out is clear as to what officials should be doing if unable to attend, to help the field referees etc. 
Admin roles & Tech team – all officials should have experience in these areas, but the difficulty is trying to ensure officials gain the correct level of experience on the field of play first especially where we know officials are looking for upgrades. 
Action required –
1.  May need to consider the timetable in terms of number of officials available to lessen the stress on those officials who have made themselves available. These are championship events not league matches and need to ensure each athlete has the best experience of a championship meeting.
1. Consideration of a small team of officials who are proficient in seated throws understanding the time clock protocol etc. 
1. Moira already contacts each official that has not confirmed they are not attending and does not show. However, as everyone is in a voluntary capacity there is not a lot that can be done other than just asking that we hoped they are ok. 
1. Moira to send a note round Level 4’s to confirm that for the indoor they may be asked to take on a role in Admin or Tech over the indoor / outdoor season. 
Health & Safety
Over the outdoor season 2 near miss reports have been completed on the UK near miss reports platform. All officials have been made aware of the importance of ensuring correct H & S protocol is adhered to. 
Peer Group
Peer subgroups worked well over the summer, and an end of season Zoom meeting to be arranged to gather information about what went well/not so well over the summer. One area that has been highlighted was officials at the Age Groups in Aberdeen received the Email about the Seniors/U17 information but did not read until later Monday the following week – too late to order food as food order closed lunch time on the Monday. Not good enough for those in roles that required reports to be actioned and staying away from home. 
Communications group continue to ensure excellent communication with the field officials with monthly updates. 
UK outdoor matches: 
Unfortunately, although we had allocated 5 field positions for the British Champs, 2 of our officials had to withdraw through personal reasons but the reserve official only was asked on the Tuesday prior to the British Champs so also declined. Far too late for UK Athletics asking people to attend when we knew that one of our officials gave notice several weeks ahead – also the reserve would have to organise their own transport to/from competition as too late for UK to do. Lastly information about attending these meetings coming out far too late – this needs to be cascaded.

5. Timekeeper – Frank Coyle
TIMEKEEPING REPORT   September   2025   Frank Coyle

1. Outdoor season:
Timekeeping at the outdoor season has gone well, however, there were a number of events where we just scraped by, sometimes with only three timekeepers. This is not good as it is well short of what we would need should there be a complete breakdown of photo finish.
A quick look at the timekeepers present at July / August events, shows a huge difference in those present at League meetings and those present at Championship meetings, for example, the SNAL meeting on the 27th July had ten timekeepers, all gainfully employed. In contrast, the Age Group Championships in Aberdeen had only three timekeepers; fully stretched and in need of n lie down afterwards.

This is a situation that I will attempt to resolve by encouraging lower level timekeepers to attend Championship meetings.

2. Upgrades: confirmed since our last meeting
There have been one Level 3 and one Level 2 upgrades since our last meeting, plus two new Level 1 timekeepers confirmed.
There is also one timekeeper with a good Level 2 report and currently working on the Level 2 test. A further three timekeepers were recently assessed as possible Level 2 candidates and reports are awaited.
Jason believes that a number of Level 1 timekeepers who attended the Island Championships in Orkney, are potential Level 2 upgrade candidates. He is currently working his way through their details and will be reporting back to me shortly.

3.New officials:
We continue to encourage beginners to experience timekeeping with no commitment and will continue to focus on existing coaches and parents in an attempt to increase our numbers.
I was in touch with Shetland officials recently and will follow these conversations through in order to determine what can be done to bring them on as graded timekeepers.

4. Innovation:
The flash from the existing starter’s gun continues to give timekeepers a problem. Depending on light conditions; it can show little more than a pinprick of light in the distance. This can cause timekeepers to miss the start or be late in operating their watches.
With full co operation from the start team, we have developed a prototype device to fit over the existing light and reflect the start signal. While initial trials at the July SNAL showed promise, the second trial at the August YDL found that very strong sunlight, shining directly into the flash, reflected strongly back to the timekeepers and, while the stadium may have been well lit up, the timekeepers couldn’t see a thing.
Development continues with the addition of a shade to keep out direct sunlight. This version(3) will be trialled at the Senior and U17 Champ’s this coming weekend.
Believe me, Heath Robinson would have been proud of us ****

Current Start Team Numbers
- L3/4's etc are struggling to ensure full teams, particularly at meets such as SNAL, CSSL and Scottish Championships. Come next season, it will be difficult to ensure we have the appropriate standard of knowledge and experience, of L3's, in chief roles at championship-level meetings. 
-We actively encourage as many officials as possible to make themselves available, to come along for championships where possible. All officials receive emails to remind them about availability. However, we must be considerate and cannot pressure anyone into officiating.
-CA - to go to the RRC group to discuss Start Team numbers and recruitment of more numbers.

Mentoring - CA to take the lead
-Ideas already around team building, initially on teams, followed by a possible get-together - CA to take forward and plan

Sub Groups
Current leads are happy to work and progress the sub-groups themselves. Rationale at present is that we are inherently a smaller group, not currently the workload for more.

Age Group Championships
(TESS) - No issues to report.
-Officials pulling out late forced us to source back officials from other areas in discussion with organisers; otherwise, there would be no Start Team.

U17s/Seniors
1 L4 report and L3 aiming to L4 receiving feedback. I can confirm that both reports conducted were positive.

Moving forward - Indoor Season
Giving experience indoors to those looking towards L3 in CSA roles.
    
Progression
-Feedback to be provided by RD towards the 3 island officials looking towards progression to L2.
-Ensuring that all levels still meet a certain standard, as well as ensuring those in the North/Islands have the opportunities to progress.

TESS
-The Peer Group will be looking to communicate with leagues, etc, regarding the use of TESS and charging for its use, due to recent knowledge which has come to light that the cost of a replacement wand is almost £200.

Commission - Points raise

Questions for Scottish Athletics
-Will Scottish Athletics ensure that if any custodians of TESS system need repairs, as the custodians do not own their systems, Scottish Athletics will cover the cost of any repairs incurred

TESS
-Regarding FCs recent adaption for TESS, it is the view of the Start PG that whilst we recognise the concerns raised by timekeepers over the brightness of the TESS flash, we do not feel that the prototype device provided gives any significant increase in light intensity, when comparing this to the normal 'black background' that is in operation

-It presents additional challenges to the starter when raising the wand and angling it towards the timekeepers stand.

-The current feeling around its aesthetic look is that it, for lack of a better word, looks terrible and the some officials are not comfortable using it in its current appearance, without getting ridicule.

-When presented with direct sunlight, the wand light was not visible, according to reports, due to the latest invention reflecting the sun.

-Nothing, to our knowledge, of this nature is used in England, so why the urgent need in Scotland? Could it be raised with the UK Start/Timekeeping Peer Group if it is causing particular issues?

Possible areas to research in relation to TESS
-Different intensities of light emitted by the different bulbs fitted across the various TESS systems, with a standardised "brighter" bulb being required.
-Intensity of light with and without adaptations.
-Standardised wands to be rolled out
