1 Convener’s opening remarks: MB opened the meeting and intimated that CH would like a few words as he couldn’t remain on the meeting.

Took over in May 2015, having previously held the role of Vice Convener. There has been a lot of challenges along the way, with a major change when all the Commissions’ Conveners were integrated into the Board of Scottish Athletics in 2016. MB was a great representative of the Commission and her comments valued by the Board. In addition to this role she also represented Scotland on a number of committees at UKA level. She proved very good at promoting Scotland and the Scottish Officials. Her role during the pandemic was crucial, encouraging everyone and keeping in touch. This contact ensured we maintained the majority of our Officials. There will be a presentation to her at her final Board meeting. CH was sure MB would continue to work with everyone, as well as Officiating.
CH also acknowledged LR would be stepping down as Convener of the Track & Field Commission, so this would be her final meeting of the Officials’ Commission. More would be said at the Track & Field Commission meeting.
CH left the meeting and MB continued her opening remarks.
Sad news for the officiating community on both sides of the border as Jan Lishman passed away yesterday. Little detail was available, but JR could confirm cancer had taken its toll.
We have all survived another season as the end approaches. Everyone has done such a great job. A welcome was extended to both MAM & JR who were covering for their Discipline Heads. Looking forward we do not know what the winter holds but hopefully will get an update later from AL. Everyone should aim for a well-earned rest and take advantage of the possible lighter winter programme.

2 Apologies: Moira Nisbet, Joyce Wighton, Shona Malcolm
3 Matters arising from Minute of 24/05/23:
1 Licensing update was hoped for. AL confirmed all officials will have to sign agreement by 1st October this year. Everyone will get an email with details of how to progress. Scottish Athletics lawyers are currently checking the terms & conditions match Scots law. Levels 1-3 will be licensed from Scotland while Level 4 remain with UKA. Those with lower level qualifications in an alternative discipline may have to sign both. Encouragement is requested to ensure all officials have updated their details on their Portal. 
2 Query over why new officials unsubscribe to availability as soon as they are licensed. Discussion around this. SM to be asked to follow up.
3 ‘Run with the Wind’ at Aberdeen appeared to have no issues. AL confirmed it would be up for discussion at the Debrief meeting. Feedback & discussion at November meeting.
4 No evidence of a meeting of RRR since early in the year. MAM offered to take this forward.

4 Convener’s Report update: 
Clarity on the voting for new UK Peer Group members was explained. Only level 4s who have officiated in their own discipline at UKA meeting currently have a vote. This may change in the future.
Awards evening is looming. Commission is responsible for nominations for the Raymond Hutchison Trophy. It’s not for long service but significant contribution. AL listed those who had already received it and names were discussed.
5 Discipline Report updates:
Track: MAM – nothing to add
Field: JR – nothing to add
Timekeeper: JP  lead discussion around TESS. Electronic guns are the way forward, but timekeepers struggle with the visibility of the light source. No problem when the remote light and speaker is used but there is only one of those compared to the 11 TESS systems in use. Cost implications are £1200 per remote station. 
AL asked JP to obtain a view from England timekeepers.
Photo Finish: DF – nothing to add
Start Team: AM – nothing to add
Administration: MM – Request that a decision is made before the next outdoor season to where we are going with Call Room versus Assembly. This year it was not a success.
Discussion followed around database for Admin only folk, expenses to those doing Admin roles. AL confirmed feasible. Concern if these people would need PVG etc and it was decided this had to be looked into further. Regular volunteers should have PVG & Safeguarding as standard. It is not clear why Admin roles became such a problem at Grangemouth. Many don’t like the role, but we need it to allow a meeting to progress. NB Topic for new Convener to take further.
Endurance: DC – Change of topic for Officials’ Conference in November. Now covering what the roles are at endurance events hoping to encourage new officials.

CE athletes will miss out but it is hoped to hold virtual or regional events for U12 after the World Champs.

9 Track & Field Commission: LR 

1. Many thanks to ALL officials for their commitment to the many track & field events held throughout the summer season.  Without the support of officials these events would not be able to be held, so please pass on the thanks of the Track & Field Commission to officials for making all events so successful.
2. There will be a review of the outdoor season held on 7th September along with all the NTDs with a view to making our Championship events better going forward.
3. The Timetable group will be meeting on 6th September to discuss the summer season timetables.  There should have been information following each Championship fed back to Liz Wilder from Referees but if anyone has anything they wish considered please let me know.
4. There are still ongoing discussions around the proposed Age Group changes and although meetings have already been held with the athletics community in Scotland unfortunately England is only going to start having these discussions in September.  It now looks likely that the potential introduction of ‘even’ age groups will now not happen until September 2024 meaning from a T&F perspective the indoor season 24/25.  
5. The Emirates arena will be closed from mid-October impacting on the indoor track & field season. The T&F Commission are working with the events team on ‘plan B’ to ensure we can have some events held around the country with a big finale in February as a ‘test’ event.
6. At the senior championships there was an opportunity for athletes to get their ‘hands’ on some money if they achieved a gold, silver or bronze standard.  There were ten athletes who achieved the required standards and won some money.  There were also two Scottish Native Records achieved at the senior Championships – Nick Percy (Discus) and Alessandro Schenini (Long Jump).  Thanks to the officials for ensuring events were delivered smoothly to enable the athletes to perform at a high level.
7. Fixture dates for 2024 are currently being worked through and hopefully these will be finalised by end of September.
Update – reiterated need to pass thanks onto all Officials. CEO of Welsh Athletics leading on age group changes. England only starting process so likely to be September 2024 before it happens. Fixtures should be available by the end of September, but a big change is the English Age Groups at the end of July.


10 Officials’ Development Officer: SM

With the SDS Championships the last one of the Track & Field season I would like to take this opportunity to thanks all the Commission members and Discipline Heads for their support over the season to help allocate officials to the Championships. Without your help our Championships would not be the great success that they have been.  
Level 1 Courses – We have not delivered many Officials courses over the past few months as it has been very busy with events. We are still offering courses to Club to be delivered on club nights in their venues. I am putting together a calendar of training courses for over the winter months to go along with indoor events. This will be on the website soon. Also looking at delivering 2 endurance courses before Christmas. Emirates already booked for the first one on the 23rd September.
Courses delivered - 
01 – June – Assistant Officials - Crownpoint – 13 Attendees

In partnership with the Home Countries, we are looking to delivered, a Communities of Good Practise Webinar over the winter. 
UKA Education Sub-Group Update. –  The group has not met since the 8 March 2023. The next meeting is planned for the 20 September. I believe the Level 4 courses will be delivered online around October/November, but a date is still to be finalised.

UKA are looking to employ a part time person for admin which will include officials.

Home Countries Forum – this group meets on a regular basis and with the transition of the Levels 1-3 now sitting with the Home Countries this group is very keen to work together to keep officials training and education consistent. The group is looking to streamline the Officials’ Pathway and the admin side for both candidates and assessors.  

There will be an email going to all officials to sign the new Terms & Conditions for Officials’ licences as this will now sit with each Home Country. The deadline date for signing will be the 1 October. All officials will need to do this to stay licenced and insured.

Can I ask all Discipline Heads to remind their group to update their details on their “ MyAthletics Portal” https://myathleticscommon.englandathletics.org/portal/Members/Login in order to get the new Terms and Conditions in due course.
Recruitment, Retention, Reward Sub-Group – the group hasn’t met since February.
Save the Date – The National Officials Conference will be on 19 November 2023 at Carnegie Conference Centre Dunfermline. A small sub-group has been set up to work on the conference content. If anyone has any ideas for workshops or presentations. Please let me know.  
Update – in SM absence Al covered update on Conference plans. Third weekend in November to avoid events. Would like to have a permanent time in the calendar. Shared the programme and there were no questions.

AL highlighted we need to recruit so why put barriers or perceived barriers to officiating. 1.Convener – Margaret Brown

Well done to all HoDs and their wonderful band of officials who have survived another summer T&F season. This has been a year of full fixtures as was pre-pandemic – very busy – but good to note the majority of officials have committed to supporting every fixture on the calendar.
Going forward into the winter season, at this moment in time, things look to be quite different from normal due to a significant refurbishment of the Emirates Indoor Arena. However, in the long run we are hopeful of this being beneficial providing us with revamped track and competition sites, fingers crossed!
The great news is that we will get the opportunity to see it all in action at the World Indoor Championships from 1-3 March 2024.  
Perhaps either Colin Hutchison and/or Ally Love will be able to provide the Commission with details of a hopeful indoor season using alternative venues at this meeting.
SA ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING 2023 
The AGM is scheduled to take place on Saturday 30th September via Zoom. The AGM will create a few changes of membership for the Officials’ Commission, myself as Convener, having completed the maximum of 2 terms of 4 years, and a change of Commission Secretary. Nominations have been submitted for both positions and these are Alistair Aitchison for Convener and Brian Brown for Commission Secretary. Both positions require to be ratified at the AGM.
A further change is that of Officials’ Co-ordinator, Rob Dalziel, as he has also reached the maximum of 2 terms of 4 years. Rob is, however, willing to continue in the position, as it requires considerable IT skills, while operating outwith the Commission until such times as a suitable candidate is willing to undertake the position following appropriate training.
UKA UPDATE
Since our last Commission meeting there have been significant changes within UKA, particularly with regard to staffing where a number of employees have been made redundant. Some of these employees previously operated as our contacts for all UKA Level 5 meetings. Paula Gowing was one employee made redundant, however, thankfully she was brought back to administrate and co-ordinate the British Outdoor Championships and the Diamond League.
We await further details of how UKA will operate going forward.
Further changes are now in place with the Home Countries for the administration of Officials’ upgrading and issue of Licence of their own officials for Levels 1-3 with Level 4 upgrades remaining as previously with UKA which is coordinated by the TRNG Secretary for Scotland, Officials’ Convener.
There have been some rumblings regarding the voting process for new UKA Peer Group members effective from 1st October each year. Following a telephone conversation with Dave Vidler (A Clatworthy replacement) to discuss I can know clarify the following –
Voting is restricted to those officials who officiated at a UKA event during the previous year within their own Discipline
Many officials were under the impression that ALL Level 4 officials would be eligible to vote for their Discipline nominations, however, this is not the case, at the moment. However, the process may change in the future.
WORLD INDOOR CHAMPIONSHIPS 2024
Fantastic news that these Championships have been awarded to Glasgow at the beginning of March 2024, hence the reason for considerable changes within the Emirates Indoor Arena as mentioned previously.
Information regarding selections for officials have yet to be confirmed but it is expected by the end of August.
SA ANNUAL AWARDS 2023 
As previously the Officials’ Commission have been allocated a table of 10. The spaces are normally reserved, in the first instance, for officials and partners who are nominated for Awards. If spaces remain these are offered to others wishing to attend the Awards Evening.  If anyone would like to take one of these spaces please make yourself known to myself and the Convener elect, Alistair Aitchison. 
As in the previous few years the Technical Official of the Year will be selected from the list identified by Clubs +others. The Officials’ Commission have to suggest a nominee(s) for the Raymond Hutcheson Trophy for Services to Officiating. THINKING CAPS ON AND SUGGESTIONS EXPECTED AT COMMISSION MEETING.
COMMISSION THANKS
Many thanks must go to Rob Dalziel who has kept us informed and updated with statistics relating to our officials for the last 8 years. Great to know that Rob is willingly continuing to do this job while stepping down from the Commission until such times as someone else takes over.
Many thanks also go to Margaret McInally for taking on the additional role of Commission Secretary while also continuing with Head of Discipline Admin. Margaret has been a great support to myself as Convener during the last few years having done an excellent job getting reports from Commission members, collating these and sending out to everyone in a timely fashion for each meeting. The really good news is that Margaret is continuing on the Commission as Head of Admin also until such times as another willing volunteer is found!
Finally my enormous thanks to everyone on the Commission who has supported me during my time as Convener . . . your support has been very much appreciated . . . you are an amazing group of officials.  I have no intention of ‘going away’ and you can look forward to hearing from me in the coming seasons. In the meantime I look forward to watching the Commission progress and develop and wish everyone the very best for the future.
My best wishes also go to Alistair Aitchison (Convener elect) and wish him every success in the future.
2.Track - Joyce Wighton
Track Peer Group:
The outdoor championships are now complete and were well supported by track officials, including newer and lower graded officials.  Track also gave good support to Call Room/Assembly as well as other administrative roles.
Progressing officials have been enjoying their officiating, getting on well within the group and growing in confidence with excellent support from mentors.  A good number of upgrading reports were carried out over the season, for which we thank the officials. 
Since the last Commission Meeting, several officials have gained level 2 status and we have several new level 1 officials.    
UK Peer Group:
We have nominated one of our group for the UK Track Peer Group and await the outcome of the vote and the decision of TAG.
 World Athletics Referee 
In April this year, one of our group, Rob Dalziel, passed the World Athletics Referee Silver Level exam.  This diploma has a validity of 8 years and makes Rob eligible to be appointed as Referee to List B & C competitions across Europe and as Chief Judge to List A meetings.  Additionally, he could be appointed as Technical Delegate in international list B & C events.  Rob is one of only 4 officials in the UK (across all disciplines) who hold this qualification and we offer our congratulations to him on this achievement.
3. Field – Moira Nisbet
As a successful outdoor season closes, I reflect on these meetings and I am very thankful for those officials that have put themselves forward to help at the Scottish Athletic Championship events, without them there would be no events.  I also wish to reflect on those who no longer are available to help at these events, but we are sincerely grateful for the contribution they made during their service to athletics to ensure the success of all the past events that have taken place.  So, my thanks go out to our past and our present officials – we continue to keep the Scottish Athletic events for our athletes to a very high standard.  Well done one and all.  
Update from the sub-groups:
· Mentoring – working well and meet regularly to identify any gaps – no new mentors have come forward but not many requests for mentors either. All mentors have been given the matrix for L2 – L3.  Team are considering next steps. 
· Technical Group – Electronic scoreboard was not used outdoors, and Mark and Dave continue to work on logistics etc for an outdoor competition.   Technical group provided the input for the tech team for all the outdoor Scottish Athletic events.  Decision taken for continued use of plasticine strips for the outdoor Scottish championship events. A further decision will be required for 2024 season. Mark and Dave also working on potential cameras for the LJ/TJ. 
· Reporting – The reporting team work well together and identify opportunities for reports to be carried out. Well done to the reporting team a very good piece of work completed.    
· Allocations – the allocations group met to agree outdoor positions.   One of the issues identified during the outdoor is that some of the officials are in 2 places at the same time.  Allocations team will recheck the allocations list once published to ensure duplications are identified and corrected at an earlier stage. As a group we have been disappointed at the numbers of officials for some of the events.  Although when numbers are low it always seems to work through the dedication of our officials attending, volunteers turning up to help on the day, but at times it is too much for our officials, long days with little breaks.  If our field numbers are low, when will we start removing events from the timetable to accommodate the needs of the officials?   
· Training and education- Shona has confirmed she is working on some training to help our existing level 4s as well as other training for all officials.

There was a trial at the Scottish Senior / u17 Champs (Sunday) on a ALGE start gun. It didn’t give a clear enough start signal in bright sunlight and wasn’t compatible with the remote starting light and loudspeaker.
 
The conclusion of the summer is that the TESS system is satisfactory for the manual timekeepers ONLY when the remote starting light stand and loudspeaker is used with it located next to the time keepers. It is the recommend way forward.

Another track & field season approaches it’s close and for many a chance to recharge batteries. A huge thank you to the reduced Events Team for their hard work. Has it been successful from an Admin point of view, probably. Better cooperation from more disciplines has eased the pressure at many events, but there are still gaps. I really do appreciate where a Discipline Head will submit names even when tight themselves. Yet again, and surprisingly at the Seniors/Grangemouth, names on the original Call Room rota all disappear. It is not possible run a Call Room on one! Again, at Aberdeen the names all disappeared by the day and helpful volunteers helped ensure success. Thanks to both the Call Room Managers’ skills it was made to work. Our thanks must go to the SAL staff, most are willing to do anything required of them. Call Room, as opposed to Assembly was reintroduced for the August Championships and I think it is vital for developing athletes, especially from U17 & above to gain this experience. a) Spring Training Courses at Crownpoint, Perth and Fraserburgh were attended by 42 delegates, of which 8 are now Level 1.
b) Level 2 Upgrade: Six L2 upgrades approved with a further three currently under review.
5. Training Courses: Level 1 Endurance & Risk Awareness Course on 23/09/2023 at the Emirates with a possible further course pencilled in for 03/12/2023 in Edinburgh.
Requests for Officials:
a) Struggling to source Referees / Officials to meet the increasing demand from Clubs / Race Organisers. Clubs are being encouraged to recruit volunteers to attend Endurance training courses with a view to them developing a local network of suitably qualified and share their local officiating resources. To this end we have been taking courses too Clubs.
b) In the last Officials Newsletter, the proposal to form a Referees Register was outlined, along with an appeal for referees. No response received therefore on the back burner for the time being.
