Scottish Athletics Clean Sport Update 


[bookmark: _Hlk105414273]UK Athletics has in place a set of anti-doping rules that all athletes, coaches and athlete support personnel must abide by. These rules are aligned to the UK Anti-Doping (UKAD) policy.  

Alongside the launch of the new Anti-Doping Policy, in 2021, UK Anti-Doping (UKAD) launched an Assurance Framework which allows National Governing Bodies to demonstrate their compliance with the policy.  Built around a set of mandatory criteria, completion of, and ongoing review against, this framework also allows us to reinforce our commitment to ensuring that athletics is a Clean Sport.  

Working with athletes, coaches, clubs and the wider sport in Scotland alongside strong relationships with key partners such as UK Athletics, sportscotland and Team Scotland will be key to successful delivery against the framework.  

Over the past year work has been ongoing, in partnership with UKA, to ensure that we meet each of the set criteria.  

scottishathletics areas of work from 2024/25 include:

· Continued compliance with Framework and annually reviewing/ feeding back.
· Information Gathering Survey to be submitted to UKAD for 2024-25 (in December 2024).
· 2024-26 implementation plan updated and accepted (in September 2024).
· Delivery of education plan to National Academy athletes/coaches/parents at first camp each year (October/November)
· Clean Sport Part 1 for NA Year 1 
· Clean Sport Part 2 for NA Year 2
· Currently we have one education tutor in place delivering education (discussions ongoing should we need more).
· Review of signposting and infographic supplied by UKAD on the website.
· Recruitment of National Team staff including mandatory clean sport education for 2025 National Team opportunities
· Monitoring and ensuring all Performance Foundations athletes (and coaches) have completed the mandatory online ‘compete clean+’ UKAD education course.
· WADA’s 2025 Prohibited List launch reminder on comms channels.
· Continuing to update the wording in any new policies and procedures. 
· Implemented 6 monthly reviews into clean sport activities with full-year and half-year reviews submitted to the board.
· Monthly meetings with the communications team on UKAD social media content and communications.
